DIVE BRIEFING 

The session begins with the story of Katie 

the Conservationist and the marine 

creatures she meets when she dives under 

the sea.  

The children are asked to help the animals 

solve their problems to give the story a 

happy ending.   

They are then invited to make up their own 

story about an animal of their choice, using 

our soft toys and puppets.

 create a story using our Small World 

resource ‘Treasure Chests’ 

 explore animal phonics and dress-up-

diver puzzle 

 make an underwater scene using Fuzzy 

Felts 

 look at the story books 

 explore a real dive suit

The Deep.
