Using our 
visual Magic Globe 
learners identify 
our 5 oceans, 
understand ocean 
currents and learn 
how plastic 
accumulates to 
create the plastic 
Garbage Patch.

The session links with the Key Stage 2 Goals for: 

Science: Living things and their habitats; Animals; including humans; Properties and changes of 
materials.

Geography: Locational Knowledge; Human and Physical Geography.

For learners to:

• Recognise that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things.

• Construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey.

• Understand the properties of materials.

• Explore examples of human impact on our world’s oceans and its living things.
